Barack Obama, he's at this event, he's speaking, and he's given this message about your economy, how great the economy was.

And then at the end of it, he says, you know, you didn't build that economy. I built this. Build that, somebody else made that happen. So this becomes a pattern, a pattern of communism. You see a pattern of communism there?

Well, that'll be interesting. So am I. I heard, but I think I am. I don't know. I think so. But, uh, it'll be interesting. It'll be interesting to see what happens today with Bret bear. You know, Brett's two people. He can be very nice or he can be, uh, himself.

He was tough on you. If he's tough on her the way he was tough on you, he was very tough on you.

He was always, no, he was always nasty to me. And, um, I don't think he'll be tough on her. I don't think he'll be. Fox is a very disappointing thing during the days. Fox is just terrible. Terrible.

Uh, I want to show something with this. When you look at this whole Barack Obama thing, I think the one thing they don't show. You were talking yesterday. I think this is the one thing they don't talk about. So Barack Obama got elected November 4. Okay. Quantitative easing started November 26, and it stayed for eight years until you got elected. So if you look at that low, pretty much 0% interest rate, and then you get elected. Right? If you go to January 2016, Rob, for the audience to see that, and then from there, one by one by one, rates are going up, going up, going up, going up, going up, and then Biden comes in, goes back down to zero to try to save the economy.

And Powell, I, uh, gave him a hard time because he was raising them. And I, uh, was never a big fan of his. He was late and he was early. He was too early and too late. Um, but I had the greatest economy in history. We had the greatest economy in the history of our country.

Despite that. This is another thing I can say, despite the fact that they weren't very high, but they were reasonably high. And, uh, despite the rates not being at zero, I, uh, had a pretty good, uh, I had a great. We had a great run.

Following up on the Barack Obama question. When I think about the 2024 election, I saw some numbers that came out, which I thought was fascinating. Rob, if you can pull this up from CNN. So this is CNN reporting on this just two days ago. Okay, Barack Obama, when it comes down to black men ages 18 to 44, he was up 81 points in November of 2012.

Clinton, Hillary was up 63 when she went against you. Um, Biden was up 53. Kamala, who is apparently black, she's up 41.

What do you mean by apparently?

I mean, that's what they're telling us. We're supposed to believe she's black. 

00:09:16 Donald Trump
It's much better that. No, no, see, I would never say a thing like that. But you say, don't explain to what you mean. I don't want to put you in trouble. Yeah, well, I mean, I was going to throw it onto your shoulders, apparently. Well, no, you know, you could explain it, because I understand.

I'm very comfortable explaining it because overnight, you know, she's doing a show, she's supposed to be Indiana, and then all of a sudden, now it's black, but it's not landing with the average American. So if you look at, do you think, black men.

00:09:45 Patrick Bet-David
Watch some people say that in 2016, you had 13%, uh, of male black voters, 18 to 44. In 2020, you had 18%. In 2024, you're at 26%. It's doubled in eight years. The question I'm asking you is the following. Back in 19, 60, 60, um, 4% of African Americans would vote Democrat. The other was pretty much conservative.

African Americans have historically been very conservative. Okay, Barry Goldwater, the issue happens. 1964, uh, it goes from 64% Democrat, uh, to 92%. And it's been between 85% to 92% since 1964. Follow baseball, Sammy Sosa kind of, you know, you sometimes have to respect people. They change. Right? So I thought maybe she was doing a Sammy sosa the other way.

Yeah. Sammy's chasing. 

00:21:25 Patrick Bet-David
Right. 

00:21:26 Donald Trump
People chasing. 

00:21:26 Patrick Bet-David
If you remember Sammy Sosa.

Oh, uh. He could hit the ball. 

00:21:29 Patrick Bet-David
He could hit the ball. 66 home runs. 

00:21:31 Donald Trump
Seriously, he would. 

00:21:31 Patrick Bet-David
But I want to show you this, and by the way, the only reason I'm going to show you this is because I think Van Jones is scared of giving you credit. This is what Van Jones said after what you did. And it was the most uncomfortable moment on CNN because he had to.
